Course Description:
A comprehensive coverage of traditional geometric concepts is enhanced in this course by an emphasis on logic, solid geometry, and applications.  We emphasize deductive proofs and logical fundamental reasoning.  There is also an introduction to trigonometry. All material is linked to the common core state standards for Michigan.  A GRAPHING CALCULATOR IS HIGHLY RECOMMENDED, (TI-Nspire without CAS will be used in class on a regular basis and is recommended, there is a classroom set available for student use).

Assessments:
· Formative Assessments: These are the everyday assessments that I will use, these assessments will not be factored into a student’s final grade.  They would be composed of in class activities, in class work, discussions, class participation, warm ups, and exit quizzes.  Students are expected to be actively engaged in class and are going to have to participate in cooperative learning environments.

· Students will be given time in class to work on assignments, but most assignments will require sometime outside of class to be completed.  Most assignments will be selected from the Student Skills Practice by Carnegie.  If the book is lost, a copy of this can be downloaded as a pdf from the Carnegie Resource site.  Homework will count as 5% of the marking period grade.

· One class period a week will be spent working on Carnegie’s Cognitive Tutor.  Students are expected to stay on task during those times and are expected to finish units by given due dates.  This may require sometime outside of the given class time to complete the units in Cognitive Tutor. Cognitive Tutor will count as 5% of the marking period grade.

· There will be quizzes periodically and they may not always be announced.  This gives you and I the opportunity to monitor your progress on a topic to make sure that you are ready for the test.  The quizzes will count as 30% of your marking period grade.  The lowest quiz score will be automatically dropped each marking period.  I will allow quiz retakes if a student wants to put in the extra effort to go back and spend some extra time learning the material that they struggled with.

· Tests will be given at the end of a unit and will require students to put into practice the things that they learned over the course of the unit. Tests will make up 60% of your marking period grade.  Corrections will be allowed to give students a chance to earn partial credit on problems they missed.

· Doing the work to the best of your ability will be extremely important.  I am concerned in you doing quality work, and not rushing through an assignment just to have it complete.  It is a requirement that you attempt to do each assignment and you will be penalized for not attempting an assignment.  If you have questions or need extra help, please talk to me right away.

Procedures:
· The agenda for the day will be displayed on the board and this will include the daily assignments.  Students are encouraged to copy this down in their planners at the beginning of every class period before the bell rings.

· Every student has a Berrien Springs email and will be required to access google classroom on a regular basis to find announcements and assignment postings.  Occasionally, some assignments will need to be submitted through google classroom.
· There will be a warm up everyday and students are expected to be in their seats working on the warm up when the bell rings.
· The teacher will dismiss students, not the bell.  All students need to remain in their seats until the teacher has said that they can leave class.
